President Johmson of the United States is at present in
MAustralia, on his tour of the east prior te gning en to the seven
nation conference in Manils, in the Phillipine Islands, He has
had talks with the Auxstralisn Prime minister in Canberra, and both
have agreed that they will maintain the present military effort
in Vietnam until a satisfactory settlement is negntiasted.He said
the fighting will only end when the great issues at stake have been
secured. The first steop on his tour was in Honolulu, where he sail
he still hopes for a peaceful reconcilistion with China, and they
weuld try to keep alive the hope of a freer flew of ideas between
Chins and the United States. The United States role in Asia is only
to help; Asia would provid: its own leadership, and the United States
would co-operaste with them. He also stopped in New Zealsnd on his
way to Australia, to meet the Prime Minister, Mr., Honlyoak. ™n his
Australian visit, during =2 drive through Melbourne, two balloons
filled with .esint were thrown at his car; the car was splattered
with paint, but no-one was hurt.

The South Vietnamese Prime Minlster has expressed hope that
the Manila conference will result in increased aid for his country.
He told a news conference in Baigon that it would be a good opLOY=-
tunity to inform the world sbout South Vietnam's development programvue.
He also announced that during his ebsence in Manils, one of the
seven civilisn Cabinet Ministers who resigned yesterday, the former
Deputy Premier, would act as Head of the government., It is reported
that five other ministers have agreed ‘o remain in office until
after the conference. The sevehth is sald to have refused.

A South Vietnamese military spokesman says that nearly 140
Vietcong have been killed in heavy fighting in the Mekong delta.
Americsn helicopters supported the South Vietnsmese troops, and
three of them were shot down. Americen bombers have again attacked
river and eoagtal traffic in Nerth Vietnam, On Thursday, a grenade
was thrown ih Saigen, injuring several peeple; and nine people,
frur of them children, were killed when a terrsrrist mine expl~ded
in the crowded marketplace of 2 town to the south-west of Saigen.
Nearly fifty penple were seriously injured.

RHODESIA. Earlier in the week, the Smith regime floated s loan
&) T million, which was cuickly subscribed in full in gpite of
a warning issucd by the British Treasury., The regime has now raised
almost 220 million through locsl loans since it seized independence
a year ago.

8ir M~rris James is due in London today on his return from
Salisbury with Mr., Smith's interim reply to the British Government's
oreposals for Rhndesia. Mr. Smith's statement yesterday, that any
British aopreoach to the United Nations would amount te rejecting
Rhodesia from the Commonwealth, end they might then become =
republie, appears to have introduced a new element inte the situation.
In & breoasdcast from Salisbury, Mr. Smith said that the talke with
Britain were an attempt to get the British to recognise his regime.

The United Nations Trusteeship Committee has temporarily
adjourned its discussion on the Rhndesian issue after hearing more
dem=nds for mandstory sanctions, this time from Kenya asnd Ugande.
Commonwealth speakers appear less decided now sbout whether sanctions
should be selective, as stated after the Commonwealth Frime Ministers'
Conference, or trken., Impatience =nd misgivings over British action
on Rhodesia are being inereasingly voniced.

LEBANON., Pelice sre guarding banks in Beirut folleowing the Lebsanese
government's order clesing all banks in the country for three days.
Bystanders gathered outside some banks, but no incidents were
reparted. The country-wide closures followed the decisimn of the
Intra bank te suspend operations sfter a run on cash withdrawals.

A cabinet statement said that the Lebanese Central Bank has been
told to provide enough cash for the banks, and the Intra bank, which
nhas premised to meet all its conmitments in full has asked for ;
similsr treatment. The csbinet statement declared that the eountry's
finsncial prsition is sound.

LEDQ%ES%A. The trial of Dr. Subandren, the former foreign minister,
ende Djskarta on Wednesday, and the verdict is expected to be
announced next Tuesday.lle was accused nf subversimn and the misuse
of State funds.In his defence speech, Dr, Subandren said that he
had honestly belicved that Britain and the United Siabes were
plotting te invade Indonesia, and therefore he tho ght it only
reasonable to establish grnod relatirns with Russis and China. But,
he said, this d4id nrt mean fonllowing a Communist policy. He was

not 2 enmminist, and was not invelved in the attempted erup last
year. The prosecuti~n has rejected this statement, and has demanded
the death penalty. In Djskarta it is felt thet Dr, Subandreo is

a doomed man.,

L ACS In a clash between Army snd Air Force leaders, Alr Force

- planes bombed and strafed the alrport and military camp at the
capital Vientian today. The commanding officer of the air force

is said to have ordered the attacks , in which about twenty people
have been killed or injured, after a number of army leaders were
arrested near his head-uarters in south Laons. The army commander

has ordered a dusk-to-dawn curfew in Vientian. The Prime Minister

of Laos has cut shert his visit to Paris, and 1s flying home al once.

DEILHI, President Nasser of Egypt and President Tito ~f Yugoslavia
are at present in Delhi for talks with the Indian Premier, Mrs,
Ghandi. Mre. Ghandi says that the war in Vietnasm must end before

it engulfs the whole of the world, and alse that the develnping
natirns must make s tremendous effort tn become sclf-relisnt.
President Nasser sgaid that pressures gning 2lmoest as far as
economic and psycological war were being put on developing eountries
by powers seeking to dominate them, and President Tite saidx that
such pressures had caused disintegrati~n in Afrieca.

HO3C0YW. OCommunist leaders from various countries have been having
tTalks in Mnscow. The only ruling commnists nn~t represented are
these of Albanisa, Yugnslavia, North Vietnam, Nerth Kores, and China.
After the talks they visited the Soviet Scientific Centre at
Novosibirsk, in Siberia. Later they witnessed the lsunching of
2 new unmanned earth satellite. At the talks they discussed the
possibility of grester ecommunist unity, in the face ~f the Vietnam
war, and added that American actinrn in Vietnam could sron be checked
if all communist countries were united without exception. The
newspeper Pravda has accused China of helping imperialism by refusing
to jrin the other countries in support in North Vietnam,

It was announced today that the Russians have setl oif over
10,000 tons of chemical explesive to create a dam in the Tienshan
mruntains in Central Asia,

MALAYSIA, The First Secretary in the British High Commission in
Kuchiﬁé igs to be transferred elsewhere. Last month a member of
the Malaysian parliament alleged that the Secretary, Nr, Spendlove,
had interfered in Serawa's domestic affairs. A statement by the
British High Commissioner in Kuala ILumpur today says that no
evidence has been produced to suppert the allegations, and the
Commonwealth Secretary is satisfied that they sre withrut found=-
atirn., Mr. Spendlove is being transferred as he is now unable
to carry out his proper function in Kuching.

Malaysia has ssked Thailand and the Phillipines tn ernsider
ponling their industries and markets. The suggestion was made at
the npening of the conference in Kuala Lumpur of the Association
of South East Asia, which consists of Malaysis, Thailagd and the
Phillipines. The head of the Phillipines delegation said he would
suppert ang proposal for sirengthening economic ties in the group.

Another 200 British cembat treops have left the Berneo

territories of Malaysis and are now on their way home. Some British
and Ghurks units have yet to be recalled, as have some headquarters
gstaff. Of the original 11,000 Commonwealth troops in Bast Malaysia,
9,000 will be out by the end »f October, and all of them by early
next year, leaving Malaysien troops responsible for the area.

SOUTH AFRICA, The trial has ended in Cape Trwn of the man accused
0 he assaspinatlon of the former Prime Minister Dr,Verwnerd.

The man, 48 year old Parliamentary messenger Dimitrio Sapendas,
has been deeclered insane, and is to be detained indefinitely.

The judge gave this decisinn after hearing evidence by two
witnesses for the prosecution, who agreed with defence witnesses
that Sapendas was mentally unfit to stand trial, Harlier a doctor
had told the court that Ssyendas believed that he hed a demon
tapeworm inside him, which made him kill the rrime Minister,

PERU, About 100 penple are reported to have been killed and many
others injured in an earthquake in Central Peru. In Lima, shattered
buildings crashed inte streets Jammed with people trying te escape,
Tidal waves caused by the earth-uake have washed awsay the homes

of many families living on the coast te the nnrth of Lima.

ADEN. Customs nfficials in Aden hove seized annther five crates
nf rifles which arrived ab~ard a Yugeslavian ship. This is the
second bateh delivered by Yugeslavian ships tn be confiscated this
month, bringing the total to about 1,600 rifles., They are German
Mausers, recondidi~ned in Czechoslovakis, and were in crates
labelled 'Wachine Parts' and addressed to a fictimnsl address.&s

NEW YORK, Two firemen have died in & big fire in New York, and

fen nthers are reported missing., The men were killed when the wall
nf & burning building cnllapsed. The fire began in & basement in
Manhattan, and swept through three ermmereial buildings, Altogether,
200 firemen have been fighting the blaze.

CAPE KENNEDY Two more telecommunicatisns satellites, to extend
the existing service provided by Larly Bird 1 are tns be launched
from Cape Kennedy within the next month., The first willl be capable
of linking Tokyo, Perth, New York and Rome by both Voice and vision
links, and will be frllowed three weeks later by Early Bird 3
which is expected to opcn up the pessibility of adding Africa and
Latin America to the network, ’

BONN, Britain, the United States, and "est Germany have ended
the rirst stage of their talks nn Western defence needs, and the
delegatirn leaders are to meet for further talks in Tiashingten
on Neovember %th, In 2 cormuni-ue after the tw~ dsys in Bonn, they
are reported to have said that they ere determined to maintain
the strength, cohesinn, and vitality of NATO., One of the subjects
under discussinon has been the possibility of seme British and
fmerican tre~ps being withdrawvn from Germany if Germany does not

fully offset the foreign exchange cnsts of keeping them there.

NEWS ABOUT BRITAIN.

SOUTH WALES. Disaster has struck in the little village of 4berfan,
between Merthyr Tydfil and Pontypridd. A 40,000 ton heav of wet
colliery waste has collapsed on the village school and nearby houses.
The school was full at the time, and so far the bodies of over
10C children have been recovered but many more are still missinge.
All night ambulances have been churning through the muddy streets
of the village, taking the bodies of the viectims to the local
chapel, which is being used as an emergency mortusry. Nearly 90
children excaped unhurt, and several others are in hospital, but
there is little hope of finding any of the others alive unless a
miracle havpens. The Prime Minister, who has visited the scene,
has announced that there will be a full enquiry into the accident.
The Duke of Edinburgh has also visited Aberfan, and last night

a message of sympathy was received from Her lajesty the 3Jueen.
Messages of condolence have also been sent by ueen Juliana of the
Netherlands, The United Nations Secretary General U Thant, Pope
Paul, the Prime Minister of Malta, President Banda of Malawi, and
President De Gaulle. A Coal Board spokesman says the situstion

is still serious, as the mountaidn of waste may start moving ggain,
especially if there is more rain to loosen it.

The Prime Minister is meeting leading ministers and government
officials at his country residence Chequers over the weekend to
review the prospects of Britain entering the European Common
Market. Mr. Wilson has called the meeting to assess soundings made
during the past few months by Mr. George Thompson, the minister with
special responsibility for EBuropean affairs. o dramatic conclusions
are expected from the meeting, which is regarded purely as a
stock-taking sessione.

Eglier in the week Mr. Wilson agrpeed to meet union leaders
in the car industry to discuss the positirn of men being put out
of work as a result of the government's economic measures. The
meeting was sought by the 14 unions which have been involved since
the main car manufacturers began issuing redundancy notices some
weeks agoe.

In Birmingham, Ministry of Labour officials are to hold separate
meetings with both the employers and the unions to try to end the
frur-week—old strike of car delivery drivers, who are protesting
against dismissals.The factory has now run out of sterage space
for its cars, and production has been stopred.

About fifty ships are now idle in the Port T Londop as a
result of the strike by 2,500 stevedores over the allocation of
duties. The dispute is over who should 1nad baggage’onto passenger
liners. The Ministry of Labour is arranging talks with the leaders
of both sides.

Ford's commercial vehicle factory at Langley, Buckg, has .
produced its 250,000th vehicle. Despite the squeeze the fgctory 3]
output has been rising, and is now over 5%0 vehicles per day, an
increase of 25 percent over last year's flgure..

In Northern Ireland the militant protestant clergyman the
Reve?end Ian Paisley has been released from Belfast prison after
serving a three month sentence. Rev. Paisley, the seif—styled
moderator of the anti-Catholic Free Presbyterian Church of Ulster,
told a crowd outside the prison " I want you all to come back
tomorrow morning for a real good Protestant rally.'" The Worthern
Ireland government has banned the rally. In July 16 people were
arrested outside the prison when they demanded the release of Rev.
Pa;sley and two other Protestant militant clergHmen who were
jailed for holding an illegal meeting.

Tomorrow in Britain the clocks go back on to GMT for what may
be the last time. The Home Secretary has been studying a suggestion
by six Liberal MPs to meke British Summer Time continuous Throughews
-nut the year. The MPs say that reversion to GMT hampers commercial
communications with the continent, and results in a loss of three
hours of business time with Burope each day.

A remembrance service has been held on beard HMS Victory,
at Portsmouth, to mark the 161lst anniversary of the battle of
Trafalgar, in which Lord Nelson was killed by a French sniper.
His famaus signal "England expects that every man this day will
do his duty" flew overhead, and wreaths were laid on the plague
marking the spot where he fell mortally wounded.

The East window of Dorchester Abbey, in Oxfordshire, has
been re-dedicated to the memory of Sir Winston Churchill through
funds raised in America. Members of the Churchill family, as
well as the Deputy Ambassador of the United States and senior
officers from air bases near Oxford attended the ceremony, which
was conducted by the Bishop of Oxford.

In a message to all the country's registered dock workers,
the National Organisation Committee for the docks told them that
it will not be long before their Jjobs are secure, well paid, and
permanent., The committee says 1t is especially pleased that
the process of assigning work at the daily calls will soon be
ended. Casual labour cannot be abolished for scme time, in the
meantime the dock industry can make a real contribution to
inereased national efficiency by immediately examining practices
which 1limit their output.

A conference of officials of BOAC is being held in Manchester
this week to promote the city as a major gateway to Britain for
tourists.More than fifty executives from as far afield as
Hawaii, canada, Mexico and Miami are to have talks with BOAC'S.
chairman, Sir Giles Guthrie. They will then tour the Lak District
and Snowdonia to familiarise themselves with the area. The
Commercial Director ~f BOAC has welcomed the agreement reached
at the Tnternational Air Transport Assoclation conference in
Honolulu, on reduced air fares between Africa and Europe. Under
the revised tariffs, he said, it will be possible for the first
time to offer inclusive holidays in Africa for well under @200.
This would compare favourably with the cost of similar holiday
tripa@ to India and the Caribbean.

RBROAC is also considering plans for a hovercrgft transport
system to link its jet services to the Caribbean Wlth the outer
islands of the Bahamas. BOAC'S associated company, Bahamas
Airways, would run the hovercraft service.

A family at Reading, in Berkshire, say they are bglng
terrorrised by the phantom of a grey haired old lady which is
haunting their home. The housewife, Mrs. Morley, said that she
had seen the apparition at least ten times since shg moved there
last July. Neighbours report that an elderly lady died in ?he
house five years ago, and the 1ocal vicar has been called in to
bless the house in an attempt to banish the ghost.

BAC report that they have sold 52 of the BAC 111 airliners
to the American market in the past two years. The sales hawe
been worth nearly £65 million.

A new translation of the Scriptures, to be called the
Jerusalem Bible, is being published this week, It is the result
of ten year's work by its general editor the Rev, Alexander Jones,
of Chris$ College Liverpool, and twenty-one collaborators. The
translators worked on Greek and Hebrew texis, and also used the
French 'Bible of Jerusalem' as a guide., Lach contributed two or
three drafts of each book, and the best of each was tsken for
the final version. The new bible is intended to =mppesl to peopnle
of 211 denominstions., The Archbishop of Canterbury, D, Rams ey,
and the Reman Catholic Archbishop of Westminister, who have seen
pronfs of the work, have both praised it.

Dr. Hewlett Johnson, the fermer Dean of Canterbury inown
as the 'Red Dean' has died after a fall at his Canterbury home,
He was 92 years old., He was Dean for thirty-one years, and was
ecalled the Red Dean because of his support of commanisn. lle made
many visits to communist o untries, the 1nst one being Ghina
about twe years ago, and in 1940 published a beok in which he
expressed the view that Socialism was more seientific and Christian
than Capitalism.

Britain's first oll find off the Lorth Jea coast was announced
in Londen early in the week, A spokesman for the Burma 01l
hxplorati~rn Company said that the tenth well, 15 miles off the
coast, is yielding sb~ut 400 barrels per day. Further drilling
will be necessary teo determine whether the £ind is of commercial
importance. The discovery of gas at the same place was announced
last week.

The number of peeple nut of work went up in the past month
by just over 97,000, the highest increase for over three years.
The total of 537,000 represents 1.9 percent of the wnrking Dop =
ulation. 1 in 7 penple are either out of =a job or on short time,

Lord Butler, whe as Lerd Chancellor is Britain's principal
law ~fficer, has hit back at eriticism of the legal profession.
He tnld a meeting of the Cambridge University Labour Club that
mach of the criticism is ill-informed, Taking twe mein complaints,
restrictive practices and delays by selicitors in conducting
elients' business, he sald many so-called restrictive pr-ctices
related to the need for sufficient qualifications, and delays
were unavoidable because there are simply not enrugh solicitnrs
to go round. There are, he said, thirty Jjobs walting far every
newly cualified anlicitor, and the Law Society has estimoted
that Britasin is short of five thousand ualified men.

The Southern Gas Board has withdrawn all gas fires from
its showrooms, and deesn’t intend o sell any more until the
winter is over.
