ZAMBI A, Reuter reports from Lusaka that Zambian copper
exports through the port of Lobito, in Portuguese Angola, are
to be resumed soon. A spokesman for the railway which runs
through the Congo and Angola to the coast said that the line is
now operating normally after having been damaged in fighting
between Portuguese troops and Angolan rebels,

BASUTOLAND, The government of the former British protectorate
of Basutoland has ordered s senior civil servant to leave the
country within 24 hours., The official, who has been acting as
Permanent seeretary for Justiee, is reported to be a South
Africen citizen, He is a friend of the king, who was placed
under house srrest on Wednesday by the Prime Minister.

ANGOLA, Portugal has protested te the United Nations
Security Council about what it calls 'grievous aggression'
against Angela, by intruders from the Comgo on Christmas day.
They say an armed group several hundred strong attacked a village
in Mngola, killing six civilians.

MOROCCO. The Moroccan eriminal court in Rsabat has
sentenced one man te death in connection with an armed revolt
in the Great Atlas mountains, six years ago. A 1life sentence
was imposed on the former administrative head of the region
concerned, and fifty other men accused of taking part in the
uprising were also Jjailed.

UNIEE% ST ATES. A group of about fifty Americans has
arrived exdaco on their way home from Cuba. They are the first
of over 200 Americans who will leave Cuba in the next few days
as a result of mediation by the Mexivan government. Previously
Cuba had insisted that the airlift of Cubans wishing to go to
the United States should be completed before consideration
could be given to Americans, There are over 3,000 Americans
living in Cuba who are reported to want repatriation.

In the United States, American and Indian
officials are co-operating to ensure that the 900,000 tons of
American grain made mvailable to India last week is swiftly
transperted. The first shipment is expected to leave this week,
and all the grain will be on its way by the end of January.
These shipments will be in addition to the 8 million tons
already made available to Indig by the United States this year,

FRANCE. The French government is replacing General Poujet
as the head of the state owned aircraft firm Sudaviation, now
engaged on the Concorde project. His dismlssal follows press
reports that there is to be a drastie re-organisation of France's
aireraft industry. The general says his removal may mesan that
France is considering sbandoning major projects now in progress.
It is very unlikely that France will try to wéthdraw from the
Concorde preoject; this could only be done with British consent,

EURCPE. The European Free Trade Organisation of Britain,
Mistris, Denmark, Norway, Sweden, Switzerland and Portugal
became at midnight last night a single market of nearly 100
million people. The remaining tariffs and guotas on most
industrial goods were lifted three years ahead of schedule,
Finland, an associate member, will take the same step in a
year's time., Trade inside the area has doubled during the six
years of its existence and Britain's own exports te the EFTA
countries have risen by 70 percent.

YUGOSLAVIA. The Yugoslav writer Nilo Van Jilas has been
released from prisen under an amnesty decree signed by President
T7ito., Jilas, a former Vice President, and a close associate of
President Tito, had about four mcre years to serve of the
sentence imposed on charges of disclosing official scerets in
his bobk "Conversations with Stalin". He has spent most of the
past ten years in prison, after trials erising from newspaper
interviews and the publication of such books as "The New Class",
a eriticism of communist beaurocracy. The release order said
~nly that Jilas 1s exempted from serving the remainder of his
prison sentence. In 1962 the courts also banned him from
making any statements to the press, radio, ~r television, and
from appearing at public rallies for five years after his
release. The release is also reported of two friends of iMichaels
Michaelov, another critic of the Tito regime.

VIETNA¥., A.committee of the United States Senate is
expected to open a hearing early in the new year on the bombing
of North Vietnam. It will be headed by Senator Fulleright,
chairman of the Senate Foreign Relations Grmmittee, and one of
the strongest critics of President Johnsen's Vietnam policy.
The latest official/comes from the Vhite House Press Secretary,

coryhent (sorry)
who saye that the bombing is restricted to military targets in
North Vietnam, and that the President dres not feel that his
instructions have been viclated. White House officials maintain
that Nerth Vietnam is trying to capitalise on the damage done
to civilian areas to get the air raids called oft.

In Saigon, trade union officislis have ordered
about 50,000 workers to strike in protest agains} American
troops working on the Saigon waterfront, Some 800 American
gnldiers are unleading vital military equipment at the porti
because of the strike by dockers now in its fifth day.
Correspondents say that the proposed strike would affect
Saigon's public transport, power, water, and gas supplies.

The Foreign Secretary, Mr, Brown, haes called on
the United States, South Vietnam, and lNorth Vietnam to meet
immediately to try to end the war. ¥r. Br~wn, who made the
proposal shortly before the two day New Year truce began,
nffered to make a meeting place available in any British
territory. Correspondents say tnat this dees not mean that there
has been any dramatic development in the situation, but such
a proposal has noit been pressed serigusly before, and Britain,
with a Consul-General in Hanoi, will be able to act as 8 go-
between., Hongkong would be accepteble to the United States
as a meeting place, and President Johnson is almost certain to
comment on the preposal at a news conference he is giving today.
The Americans say they have found no gigns t at North Vietnam
might be willing to negotiate, and they find it hard to believe
that Britain has picked up any signals on her own, unless these
have been passed on by the Seoviet Union.

United Nations Secretar -General U Thant is
to reply today to the American request that he should try to
osbtain a2 lasting REIER ceagse-fire in Vietnam. A United Nations
spokesman in New York gaid that it would be an important =
announcement.

In a New Year message, U Thant said international
co-operation was being held back "by the dark barriers of war,"
and he called for a new and relentless search for peace.

The American and South Vietnamese forces say
the truce has been broken geveral times slready. They say four
unarmed militismen were assassinsted while ~ut walking, and
that ten minutes after the truce begsn an American pstrol was
ambushed while returning to base. 1t suffered light casualties,
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CHINA., United States officisls say that China's latest
nuclear test, their £ifth in two yeara, is the biggesi so
Tar, with a strength eqiivalent to several hundred thousand
tons of ETNT, Cerrespondents in Washington regard it as
confirmation of China's rapid rrogress in the nuclesr field.
It‘;s only two months since theil® last test, inwhich s
guided missile was used.The Chinese described the explosaon
as " a blew to both the United States and Russia, whom they
accuse of cellaberating in trying to establish a nuclear
monopoly. In Peking thousands of people celebrated their
latest sucecess by singing and dancing in the streets well into
the night in spite of the bitter cold. 4 speclal million-cepy
edition eof the Peking Peoples' Daily was issued te mark the
occasion. Japan has protested against the test. An official
statement in Tokye said that the explosion, conducted se soon
after the United Nations resolution against the testing of
nuclear weapons, is a challenge to public opininn.

The Soviet newspaper 'Red Star' says that liao Tse
Tung and his felleowers are destroying the influence of the
Chinese cemmunist party, and relying instead en the army, whisgh
they are developing as an instrument of political power. It
gsays Chinese leaders are faced with growing discontent, and
having purged the army they sre trying te strengthen ite reole
in the country's pelitical life te make it s bastien of Mao
Tse Tung's ambitien. Cn the gquarrel between the Beviet Unien
and Chins, the paper ssys that Chinese propagsnda ies trying
te cultivate hatred of the Seviet Unien among Chinese servicemen.
They are being told that the Sovict Union and Anerican
imperialism 2re one and the same thing.

The three seviet journalists whe were expelled
frem Chins earliier this week received a big welcome when they
returned te Moscow. At a news conference one »f them salid the
Chinese had expressed dlssatisfaction with their coverage of
the so~called cultural revelution, but had been unable teo
refute a single fact centained in their despatcles. lie said
Chiness censsrship means that the peeple know nething of
Seoviet help to Vietnam, or of Russia's successes in space,
and he added that even three year eld children are now being
taught te shake their fists st Russians.

The All-China Federation ~f Trade Unions has
strengly criticised the Seviet Unien following the banning of
a Chinese delegation te the meeting of the World Federation
of Trade Unions, held earlier this menth in Snfia., A statement
demands that the Federation sheuld reveke the decislion and
publicly denounce attempts te split the eorganisation.

"gt,. Finnbar”, a 1,100 ten stern-fishing deep freeze
trawler ewned by the Hamling-Beyd ILine, of Hull, caught fire
and sank off the coast of Newfeundland en Tuesday with the
loss of twelve lives. The thirteen survivors from the trawler,
which had been at sea for 40 days, were recovered by another
British trawler, which alse attempted to tow the still-burning
ngt.Finnbar'! inte B8t.Jehns befere she sank. All 13, ineluding
the master, are now safely ashere in Newfoundland, though two
are still in hespitsl in St.Jehns with severe frostbite. An
initial enquiry inte the disaster is being held in St.Jdohns.

The "St.Finnbar' was larger then the Kista Dsn, and was
the flagship of the Hamling fleet, being their first modern
freezing trawler. She was built at Aberdeen, and sailed on
her msiden veyage frem the Humber to Newfoundland in the
autumn ef 1965. The Grand Banks of Newfoundland and Lsbrader

The British government is taeking measures t~ tighten
prison security as the wave of escanes continrves, The new
head of the Tlome office Prison Department, Sir James Mackay,
has put the onus of security on the governors, =nd he has sent
letters to the governobs of 50 prisens reminding them of their
respongibilities. The Home Secretary, Mr. Jenkine, has cut
ghort his Christmas holiday to work on the problem. Four more
prisoners escaped on Vednesday, but one ~f them was recaptured
almost immediately. This brings the tntal number of escapes
this m~nth to 25, 5 of whien have been recantured. Police
searching for four whn escaped from Larimenr nn 3nxing Day
have concentrated tieir seavrch nesr a farm abo-t Tive miles
from the prison. The farmer reported sceing two men going
over a wall, and said that someone had peen in his barn,

The mntoring organisatioms and the WMinistry of Transpeort
are taking a long hard look at the casuslty 1list on Britain's
roads during the five~day 8hristmas holiday. 158 people were
killed, and nearly 200 seriously injured, the hizhest numbers
for three years. The Minister ol Tronsport, Mrs. Barbara
Castle, blames " drink-happy, impatient, or just dewnright
careless road users. " These {igures show, she says, how urgently
a road safety bill is necded, and she is to discuss with the '
Home Secretary how drink tests under the bill can be applied
with the most effect. The AA has called for the fullest
investigation into what it c¢alls '"this Black Christmas.'! The RAD
has carried out a sutivey showing thalt 40 percent of those killed
were pedestrians, and at least two motorists were killed by .
other cars when they got out of their own cars at sccidents B
or breakdowns., They consider that the main factors which
contributed to the nuwidber of casualties were bad weather, and
Poor roads.

One man has made his on protest at pad driving. Mr,
Saundey, of Cleethorpes, Lincs, who has been driving since 1929,
801d his car as a protest at what he calls ' the anarchy on
the roads'. He will now walk the six miles to aad from his
shop every day, and has sent a strongdy wvorded teclegram to the
Ministry of Transvorit explaining his decision.

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NEWS ABUT BRITAIN.

The rising trend in industrial unempl-yment due to the
economic sgueeze is also affecting the executive group of
employees. A report in the 'Times' Review of Industry and
Technolngy says that as many as 20,000 of them may be out of
work at present. The exact position cannnt be known, the report
says, because many of the men who once held responsible pnsitions
are ton proud to register as unemployed. The report adds that
sometimes in their anxiety to keep up appearances, inempleoyed
executives catch the same train te town and sit all day in
clubs and public libraries,

There is bright news for Rolls Royce wnrkers in Scotland.
In the general manager's New Year message, he tolff them "We are
the lucky ones. We go into 1967 wath a bigger load of work than
we had in 1966"., The Scottish factories of Rolls Royce build
and eoverhaul aircraft engines for seventeen different types
of aireraft made in Britain, Holland, America, and Japan. 550
extra workers were taken on in Scotland during the year, and
golis Rnyce are now the second largest employers of labour in

cn land.

The Clydebank sBipbuilders John Brewn are to budld
another eil drilling rig for exploring the bed of the North
Sea. The rig has been ordered by the Canadian company Husky 0il,
but it will be worked by the British drilling firm of Kier and
Cawdor, of Glasgow. The order is worth £33 million, and will be
able to drill to a depth of 20,000ft. John Brown have already
built three similar rigs.

This week is the 200th anniversary of the birth of Charles
Mackintosh, the Scot who gave his name to the raincoat now
famous all over the world. In 1823 he took out a patent for
making waterproof garments by cementing two pleces of fabric
together with rubber disselved in naphtha., Since then millions
of 'Mackint~shes' have been sold all over the world.

The feasibility of building a road tunnel between Northern
Ireland and Scotland under the North Channel has been discussed
by representatives of the Ministry of Transport and The Northern
Ireland government. The idea is to build the tunnel by laying
large tubes on the sea bed. Research into new ways of tube
laying will be carried out at Queen's University, in Belfast.

The cost of the 23 mile tunnel is estimated at about £35 million.

The British Medical Association has decided to ask the
Prime Minister to set up a Royal Commission to have a look at
the National Health Service. The BMA, which is one of the
doctors' trade unions, wants the Commission to enquire into
the financing, administration and staffing of the Service.
